6) if the required fees are not paid, WUEB shall initiate debt collection proceedings in which the
required amounts shall be recovered,

7) in the case of resignation from studies, the declaration of resignation must be submitted
in writing;

8) if a foreigner commencing full-time studies in Polish on a fee-paying basis, acquires during
the studies rights referred to in Article 324(2) of the Act of July 20, 2018 - Law on Higher
Education and Science (i.e. of Journal of Laws of 2022, item 574) - release from fees for these
studies, the fact shall result in:

a) their release from paying fees for further full-time studies in Polish (first or second cycle)
from the next semester, provided that the recruitment requirements applicable to
students they join are met (obtaining the required number of points in the certificate
competition or examination),

b) transfer to part-time studies in the same field if the recruitment conditions referred to in
point a) are not met.

The student shall notify the Rector in writing about the fulfilment of the conditions specified in Article
324(2) of the Act.
