Terms and Conditions 

Selection of Participants and Participation in the CYBER Academy Project 

§1. Definitions 
1) BFI 2016: Biuro Festiwalowe Impart 2016, an entity having its registered address at ul. Komuny Paryskiej 39–41, 50-451 Wrocław, registered in the Cultural Institution Register kept by Wrocław Municipality under number RIK 37/2012, NIP (tax number): 8992736581, REGON (business identification number): 021907583, which within the activities under its charter is the main organizer of projects arising from the City of Wrocław having been awarded the title of European Capital of Culture 2016 (ECoC 2016).
2) CYBER Academy: a project cofunded by the Ministry of Culture and National Heritage, carried out with the aim defined in §2 of these Terms and Conditions, among others through the participation of the Participant in the education and training programme in Wrocław in June 2015 and in Katowice in October 2015. BFI 2016 reserves the right to change the place where the education and training programme indicated by BFI 2016 within the territory of the Republic of Poland will take place.
3) Participant: a person admitted to participation in the CYBER Academy on the basis of the selection process indicated in §4 of these Terms and Conditions who is a graduate or student of a higher education programme in the areas of communication, journalism, public relations, or the humanities related to art and culture. A person who is not a graduate or student of a programme in the areas of specified above but who actively operates in the area of culture and art communication and/or in the area of animation, production, fulfilment, or coordination of culture and art events shall also be deemed a Participant. 
4) Applicant: a person indicated in §3 of these Terms and Conditions.

§2. Aim of the CYBER Academy
The aim of the CYBER Academy project is to prepare Participants for the conscious use of new media and to develop competencies related to media use with a view to gaining new recipients for culture-forming processes, artistic events, and initiatives relating to broadly defined art and culture. The implementation of the project is to considerably contribute to the development of Participants’ competencies regarding internal and external communications, knowledge and information transfer, and the promotion of knowledge regarding new media art and media education activities.
§3. Entitled Applicants
Candidacies for participation in the CYBER Academy may be proposed by natural persons of age (under the Polish law) with full legal capacity resident or studying within the European Union, any of the candidate countries (Albania, Montenegro, Iceland, Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, Serbia, Turkey), any of the potential candidate countries (Kosovo, Bosnia and Herzegovina), or any of the non-affiliated countries (Switzerland, Liechtenstein, and Norway).

§4. Deadlines and rules for the selection of CYBER Academy Participants and the rules of application evaluation
1.
Applications for the selection of Participants in the CYBER Academy shall be submitted between 2 April 2015 and 30 April 2015.

2.
An application shall contain the application form completed by the Applicant, the form of which is attached as Exhibit 1 hereto, the Applicant’s CV, and a scan of these Terms and Conditions signed by the Applicant.

3.
Applications shall be submitted exclusively by email to the address: cyberakademia@wroclaw2016.pl.

4.
In evaluating submitted applications, BFI 2016 shall be guided solely by the compatibility between the Applicant’s professional/academic profile and the aim of the CYBER Academy. Based on submitted applications, BFI 2016 shall select up to 30 Participants.

5.
The results of the selection of Participants in the CYBER Academy shall be announced on 18 May 2015 by way of information sent to the selected Participants by email. BFI 2016 stipulates that it shall contact solely Participants selected in the CYBER Academy selection process.

§5. Rules for participation in the CYBER Academy and the obligations of the Participant and of BFI 2016
1. The Participant’s participation in the CYBER Academy shall be based on participation in activities organized by BFI 2016 within timeframes announced by BFI 2016 until 18 May 2015.

2. The mutual obligations of the Participant and BFI 2016 concerning the CYBER Academy shall be the subject of a contract entered into between the said parties on or before 7 June 2015, the form of that contract being attached as Exhibit 2 hereto.
§6. Personal Data Processing
1. Taking part in the CYBER Academy selection process (submission of an application in accordance with §4.2–3) is tantamount to the expression of consent by the Applicant to the use of the Applicant’s personal data in accordance with the provisions of the Personal Data Protection Act of 29 August 1997 where such data are disclosed in the course of the selection and in connection with the process. 

2. The personal data of Applicants shall be processed by BFI 2016 or by entities acting on its instructions for the purpose of carrying out the selection and in connection with the performance of the provisions hereof, in particular for the purpose of communication with the Applicants and announcing the selection results. The Applicants shall have the right to inspect and correct their personal data.

3. Furnishing their personal data by Applicants is voluntary; however, if an Applicant refuses to furnish his/her personal data or withholds consent to the processing of such data for the purposes of the selection process, the application submitted by the Applicant shall not be taken into account in the selection process.

4. BFI 2016 shall be the data controller in respect of the personal data of Applicants.

§7. Final Provisions
1. Changes hereto shall require the written form and shall be effective as of the date of their announcement. Changes to these Terms and Conditions shall not have effect for applications submitted within the selection process prior to the effective date of such changes to these Terms and Conditions should their entry into force result in the limitation of the rights of the Applicants who have submitted their applications.

2. In the case of a change of his/her correspondence address, the Applicant shall immediately notify BFI 2016 thereof, in the absence of which notification BFI 2016 shall not be liable for the results of the non-delivery to the Applicant of correspondence relating to the performance hereof.

3. Matters not regulated herein shall be governed by the relevant provisions of the Polish Civil Code and other Polish legislation.

4. These Terms and Conditions shall come into force on 2 April 2015.
